January In the Rose Garden
By Bill Belknap

Winter finally arrived this past couple of days
with freezing temperatures in the 20's. — Timeto think
about our garden and plans for the coming year. We
aso had alittlerain and with some luck wewill get
more with the cooler weether. Now is the best time to
add to or make changesin our garden. Thereisaso
plenty of timeto add required lime and/or gypsum.

Plant: Collect therain and gray water for
watering any new plants you want to add to the
garden. Be sure and add plenty of humus to the soil to
help retain moisture. After planting, top dresswith
compost if available and then a good organic mulch. |
recommend a wood based mulch. To protect the graft
union use pinestraw. Be sure theroseis dormant.
Because of the watering restrictions, | would only
plant potted plants, as bare root plants will require
much more water. If transplanting, cut theroseto 18 to
24 inches. This reduces the amount of nutrients and
moisture required in the spring, as many of the roots
will belost.
